This report provides transfer information for students who were enrolled at De Anza during the
spring quarter of 2017. The data used in this report was obtained from the National Student
Clearing House. Transfer rates were based on the date in which students were first enrolled at a 4-
year institution and includes all enrollments that occurred between April 1* and November 14™ of
2017. The number of De Anza students who enrolled at a 4-year institution during that time period
was 2,431 students.

Demographics
Gender and Ethnicity

e 51% of students who transferred were female and 49% were male.
e 50% of students who transferred identified as Asian, 19% as Latino/a, 18% as White
students, and students of other ethnicities had transfer rates of 7% or less.
