Subject: LinC Survey, Spring 2019 

A survey of LinC program students was conducted at the end of the spring quarter in 2019. The 
survey was distributed to all students enrolled in a LinC course which resulted in 16 valid 
responses.  All sections of the LinC program were given the opportunity to participate in the 
survey.  

Important Highlights 

• 88% (14) of respondents “often” or “very often" connected and integrated ideas, concepts or 
skills from the different classes in the learning community when discussing material and 
doing assignments. 

• 81% (13) of respondents “often” or “very often" looked at new ways to synthesize, connect 
or organize information, ideas and experiences. 

• 94% (15) of respondents “often” or “very often" worked with classmates during class. 
• 31% (5) of respondents “often” or “very often" put more time and effort into their work than 

they thought they would because of their classmates' expectations. 
• 31% (5) of respondents “often” or “very often" discussed ways they can help the 

community. 
• 88% (14) of respondents described their writing to be “much” or “very much” more effective 

and clear. 
• 81% (13) of respondents believe their thinking is “much” or “very much” more analytical 

and critical.  
• 69% (11) of respondents believe their reading is “much” or “very much” more effective and 

clear. 
• 81% (13) of respondents believe they learn “much” or “very much” more effectively.  
• 81% (13) of respondents believe they are “much” or “very much” better at using counseling, 

academic and other student services. 
• 88% (14) of respondents believe the counseling they received will be “much” or “very 

much” valuable to them in completing their academic, career and/or personal goals. 
• 69% (11) of respondents describe their overall educational experience in this learning 

community as “good” or “very good”.  
• 94% (15) of respondents would recommend this learning community to a friend or family 

member.
