Student Learning Objectives:  a)  Simplify algebraic expressions and solving linear equations.  b)  Graph 
linear functions, find the equation of a line, solve words problems and system of linear equations graphically 
and algebraically, graphing linear inequalities. c)  Factor all types of polynomials d)  solve quadratic equations 
by factoring, square root property, completing the square and using the quadratic formula e) use system of two 
linear equations to solve real world problems.
